MOTION PASSED

The Board of Trustees acknowledges that the new Federal rule from the Department of Education requires educational institutions to update policies and procedures to maintain compliance with Title IX, and

WHEREAS, Pierce College has updated the Student Conduct Code, WAC 132K-135, and 

WHEREAS, in accordance with the Federal rule that goes into effect on August 14, 2020, and

WHEREAS, Pierce College is utilizing the model codes and procedures created by the Washington Attorney General’s Office, and

WHEREAS, Pierce College is following the Washington Code Revisers Washington Administrative Code emergency rule process, 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees of Pierce College, Community College District Eleven, hereby adopts the emergency rule for the Pierce College Student Conduct Code (WAC 132K-135-020 through 380).  

Ms. Draper-Davis provided a summary of why the emergency rule is needed:
· On May 6, 2020 The US Department of Education released its Final Rule under Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 which prohibits discrimination on the bases of sex in education programs or activities receiving federal financial assistance. 

· This summer, the Washington Attorney General’s Office developed model codes and procedures to support Washington Higher Education institution’s compliance with Title IX, as required beginning August 14, 2020. 

· Pierce College has worked diligently the past few months to update policies and procedures based on the recommendations of the AG’s Office. The changes include updating the Student Conduct Code, WAC 132K-135. 

· Pierce College is following the Washington Code Revisers WAC emergency rule process to maintain compliance with Title IX. 

· The updates to the Student Conduct Code include: 

· Updated definitions for sexual misconduct to more clearly define prohibited conduct such as sexual harassment, stalking, and domestic violence. 

· Supplemental TIX Student Conduct Procedures to ensure rights for respondents and complainants in the adjudication process including sections for jurisdiction, evidence, and appeals.
